This rating, which is outstanding in 
departments where ý reý ghters are paid 
and rare in volunteer ý re departments, 
makes home and business insurance 
less costly for the community.

WALKER SPEAKS AT SEPT. 
16TH CHAMBER MEETING

New initiatives at The American 
Village have been in the news and 
Tom Walker, executive director at the 
Village, reported on those plans at 
the September Chamber meeting.  
The meeting, sponsored by Alagasco, 
featured an introduction of Cam Ward, 
candidate for the Alabama Senate. 
Also included in the agenda were the 
introduction of new Chamber members 
and Mayor McCroryôs introduction of 
Cam Ward, candidate for the Alabama 
Senate.

State of the City AddressState of the City Address
November 3rd marks the end of my ý rst year as Montevalloôs mayor. I want to thank every-

one in Montevallo for your support and tell you some of the accomplishments the City Council and 
I have made over the past year.

Many cities saw their tax base erode in 2009.  However, Montevalloôs tax base actually 
improved.  We collected more sales & property tax, franchise fees and business licenses than 
budgeted. 

As a whole, our businesses weathered the national economic storm.  We also added some 
new businesses over the past year.  They include Jackôs, AutoZone, the Main Street Tavern, and 
opening soon, a new dialysis clinic on Highway 25 and two shops on Middle Street .

In addition, weôve seen continued growth at The American Village.  We also had the conse-
cration ceremony for the Alabama National Cemetery.  Recently we were featured in a movie , 
ñLifted,ò which ý lmed in Montevallo during August.

We had to make sacriý ces as a city and have cut expenditures in every way possible.  We 
combined our Parks & Recreation and Streets & Sanitation Departments into the new Department 
of Public Works, allowing us to cross-utilize equipment and personnel.  This change reduced 
overtime and eliminated the need to replace costly personnel.  Similar savings were realized at 
our Police Department when the Council promoted within, moving our Captain to Chief and elimi-
nating the need to reý ll the Captainôs position.  Savings were achieved at the Library when we 
promoted our Assistant Director to Director and did not reý ll the Assistantôs slot.

We are proud to say these actions havenôt caused us to reduce the quality or quantity of 
city services.  Police ofý cers still patrol our streets keeping us safe, our volunteer ý re department 
still has the equipment and resources needed to respond to emergencies.  The department was 
recently recertiý ed with an ISO rating of 3.  Our Public Works crews have resources to keep our 
streets and parks (including our new walking trail) in good condition and pick up trash and yard 
clippings. Our library is serving more residents daily.

We want to do even more to serve this city. Toward that end, this summer the City Council 
approved a plan to revitalize downtown.  The plan was drafted by Gresham Smith with funding 
from a CDBG grant. One of the planôs features is a pedestrian pathway following Boundary Street 
from Oak to Island and connecting UM directly to Orr Park.

As part of our plan, our architects also provided us with an estimate of $5 1/2 million to do all 
the work . In order to undertake a project of that magnitude, we will need help from our U.S. repre-
sentatives and senators.  Therefore, I plan to go to Washington to lobby on the cityôs behalf.  The 
last time we went to Washington , Congressman Bachus appropriated money for our Merchantôs 
Alley project.  Other cities with revitalization projects received funding in multiple increments. So 
this will be a long process, but one well worth our time and patience.

Weôve also been working diligently and feel weôre close to having a motel.  Last year, with the 
assistance of our IDB, we conducted a feasibility study which analyzed our market and proved 
without a shadow of a doubt that we need, and could support, a motel. 

A motel is critical to increase tourism in Montevallo.  We expect more adults will come to The 
American Village, as The Village expands their program offerings.  Likewise, we expect countless 
people will travel to Montevallo to attend burials at the National Cemetery .  The University already 
draws thousands of people each year for special events, athletic games, and conferences. 

At this point, everyone who visits Montevallo stays in an adjoining city. When people come to 
visit Montevallo we need them to stay, eat, shop, buy gas and, most of all, have a pleasant experi-
ence here.  I encourage everyone to shop here in Montevallo as often as possible.  If you look at 
the options in Montevallo, you will ý nd much of what you need right here in town!  

We also made strides in other ways.  With support from Shelby County and our hard working 
and dedicated steering committee, we celebrated the grand opening, attended by approximately 
400 people, of our Montevallo Parks Trail.  We also cultivated our relationship with our Sister City, 
Echizen Town, Japan.  A delegation from Montevallo went to Japan this summer to represent our 
city. We also took steps to strengthen and enforce our ordinances. And, we added $200,000 to 
our cash reserves.

None of these achievements would have been possible without the outstanding assistance 
and support of our city council members: Hollie Cost, Willie Goldsmith, Rusty Nix, Greg Pendle-
ton, and Dee Woodham.  We have worked together over the past year to move our city forward.  
With the help and support of our local citizens, business owners, and other stakeholders, we look 
forward to continuing our progress in the coming year.
